1 743 REBELATION (Paul Donaldson): Risky beginning railer; battles fairly well and is ideally boxed, is a chance. 

2 113 SMICHOLS (Keith Nichols): Fair beginning railer; has good speed and battles fairly well, looks a chance. 

3 412 BUCKLE UP OMNIN (Gary Johnson): Slow beginning centre runner; does best late but might find this tough. 

4 655 WEE FIRE (Margaret Rossendell): Good beginning railer; has some speed and battles fairly well, needs to lead. 

5 727 HELLYEAH EVAN (Anthony Bullock): Risky beginning railer; is not over speedy and just battles, not in this. 

6 221 CALLAMAC BAZ (Brendon Browning): Fair beginning centre runner; has speed and battles fairly, some hope.

DANGERS: REBELATION (1) should settle just behind the leaders and could be hard to hold out in the run home. 

 

ROUGHIE: WEE FIRE (4) will be one of the leaders and could be hard to run down if she can cross and lead. 

 

Race 8 - 09:44 - TATTSBET HOBART THOUSAND FINAL (Special Event) 461m 

1 511 BIG TICKET (Steven Clarke): Good beginning railer; has speed and battles strongly, looks a good chance. 

2 131 DYNA VILLA (Jenny Hunt): Good beginning hard railer; has speed and is hard to run down when he leads. 

3 211 BREAKER'S TIP (Gary Fahey): Fair beginning railer; has some speed and battles fairly well but this is tough. 

4 871 BLURRED LINES (Kelly Bravo): Risky beginning railer; has some speed and battles fairly, must begin well. 

5 141 ABOVE ALL (Robert Britton): Risky beginning centre runner; is very strong but must settle close, rough hope. 

6 341 HELLYEAH BOLT (Anthony Bullock): SCRATCHED 

7 311 RIDE THE RAILS (Kelly Bravo): Risky beginning centre runner and is quite strong but will need luck this box. 

8 111 SENOR SLAMMA (Gary Johnson): Good beginning railer; has speed and battles quite strongly, has a chance.

TOP PICK: BIG TICKET (1) will be vying for the early lead and might be hard to hold out from this box. 

 

DANGERS: DYNA VILLA (2) will be one of the leaders and could be hard to run down if he can cross the red. 

 

ROUGHIE: SENOR SLAMMA (8) will also be vying for the early lead and if he can cross might be hard to run down. 

 

How the race is likely to be run: 

 

DYNA VILLA (2) is the most likely to jump in front, just as he did in winning the Melbourne Cup a month ago. He will 

be trying to cross BIG TICKET (1) who has blistering early speed and will be attempting to hold out all challengers from 

heading him off early. SENOR SLAMMA (8) will display his customary early speed and will also be trying to cross to the 

rails where he is more comfortable. BREAKER’S TIP (3) is generally fairly well to begin and can show reasonably good 

early speed and should run in a straight line. KICKING ROCKS (9) is generally a tad slow away and he might settle next 

with the other 3 greyhounds who are are all a bit risky at box rise, look like settling in the second half of the field early. 

 

In the race to the first bend BIG TICKET (1) might have too much early speed for DYNA VILLA (2) and SENOR 

SLAMMA (8) with BREAKER’S TIP (3) and KICKING ROCKS (9) vying for 4
th

 position at this point of the race. 

BLURRED LINES (4) might be next in line and ABOVE ALL (5) with RIDE THE RAILS (7) look like being in the 

trailing positions at this stage. Both will be looking to gain a clear passage for their strong finishing bursts in the long 

Hobart straight. 

 

At the home turn BIG TICKET (1) looks like leading the field into the run home and might have the strength to hold off 

all challengers, with DYNA VILLA (2) right on his hammer and attempting to dig deep for one last effort to take the lead 

away from him. SENOR SLAMMA (8) might still be in 3
rd

 position with KICKING ROCKS (9). If all goes well ABOVE 

ALL (5) and RIDE THE RAILS (7) might receive clear galloping room so they can produce their powerful finishing 



bursts and if there is any bumping going on up front then these two greyhounds will have a chance of overpowering the 

leaders. BREAKER’S TIP (3) and BLURRED LINES (4) look like trailing the others at this point and won’t be able to 

match the more powerful greyhounds in the run to the line. 

 

The closing stages should see BIG TICKET (1) holding off all challengers with DYNA VILLA (2) close up trying hard. 

KICKING ROCKS (9) might be able to run past SENOR SLAMMA (8) who is going for 6 wins in a row at the Hobart 

circuit, and challenge the leading greyhounds with ABOVE ALL (5) and RIDE THE RAILS (7) producing eye catching 

finishes not far away, and then the other two greyhounds BREAKER’S TIP (3) and BLURRED LINES (4) just behind 

them.

2 372 WYNBURN CHARM (Anthony Bullock): Good beginning railer; has speed and battles well when she leads. 

3 651 BRUTAL FORCE (Shane Whitney): Slow beginning centre runner; does best late but this is a bit too hard. 

4 547 MIDNIGHT BIRD (Michael Dobson): Slow beginning wide runner; lacks speed but does run on late, place hope. 

5 847 SUZIE'S SISTER (Shane Stennings): Good beginning centre runner; has speed but does tire late, place at best. 

6 314 IRISH GIFT (Russell Watts): SCRATCHED 

7 765 BUCKLE UP FLETCH (Gary Johnson): Good beginning railer; has speed and battles quite well, looks a chance.

3 262 SPARKLING CINDY (Alison Walker): Slow beginning railer; battles fairly well but only looks a place chance. 

4 442 WYNBURN BLAZE (Anthony Bullock): Risky beginning wide runner; lacks speed but does battle fairly, place. 

5 343 IT'S CRUNCH TIME (Graeme Moate): Slow beginning centre runner; does best late but this looks too tough. 

6 112 RYLEE'S ROGUE (Patrick Ryan): Fair beginning railer; has speed but did tire late here last time, is a chance. 

7 223 REAL IMPACT (Nicole Howard): Slow beginning railer; does best late but will need luck from this box draw. 

8 231 LAKERVILLE (Michael Stringer): Slow beginning railer; is very strong but doesn’t look suited with this box.
